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Essential Question: In what different ways do people learn? How do I learn, and what am I good at doing?
Learner Background: Students completed an activity the previous week concerning which category of multiple intelligences (MI) they fit into. This lesson will introduce an assignment in which they will produce a poster featuring their MI category and what it means for their educational lives.
Student Objectives:

· Identify and discuss, as a class and in small groups, the eight different ways people learn
· Identify and begin to plan the information required to be included on the MI poster assignment
Materials/Resources: Copies of MI packet (most students received this last week), the MI description sheet, the MI poster assignment rubric, and the poster note/planning sheet (for SPED students and others who want/need it)
Initiation: Ask students to take out their MI packet from last time. Ask for students who want to volunteer their MI category, and if anyone had questions about the activity. Discuss responses.
Learning Activities:

· Distribute the additional MI sheet regarding general descriptions of the eight multiple intelligences. Review them as a class, reading aloud. Ask questions for clarification, including asking students to summarize each category or give an example of how a person from each category would learn best. When done, ask if anyone has changed or added to their MI category as a result of our discussion. Why have they changed their mind? What did they learn from this about the different ways in which people can be smart?
· Distribute the poster rubric and the note sheet for those who need it. Review the rubric as a class, asking student volunteers to read each section out loud. Refer to sample poster on board as we read the rubric to point out how this student incorporated each requirement into the assignment. Generate examples for any requirements that students may have trouble understanding, i.e., what famous people may have my MI? Discuss what lines of work/careers the various intelligences may lead to, and ask students to brainstorm any famous examples from those careers.
· Individually or in pairs, have students begin to fill out their note sheets or otherwise plan out their posters. If using pairs, group students heterogeneously by ability and monitor closely to ensure the maximum benefit from cooperative learning. In individual conference with each student, help proofread for spelling or grammatical errors as needed before they begin work on their final product.
Closure: Give students the due date for the poster assignment, ask them to write it down in their planners and on the rubric, and ask for any questions regarding the project. As time permits, ask if one student/pair wants to share their work so far on their poster to provide another example of the project. 
Assessment: Students will be graded on their posters according to the given rubric, which will count as a quiz grade.
Strategy for Modification: Note/planning sheet will be distributed to students in need of more scaffolding as they plan for their MI poster; students with an advanced level of skill and ability will be given the option of being paired with lower level students to offer peer tutoring.
