Your New Job:  Travel Agency Advertiser.
Your New Project:  Select a country or territory in Central America, South America, or the West Indies (any one listed on pp. 148-151, other than Mexico), and create a travel brochure to convince people to travel there.
Your Project’s Details:  Your brochure will be created on 11x18 construction paper, folded so that it has 8 surfaces for information (Mrs. Martinez has samples and will show you how to fold the paper).  It will include the following information:

· The name of the country (in large writing) on the front of the brochure

· Geography of the country, explaining location, landforms, and climate
· Information on two major cities, with descriptions of the cities and pictures of things that can be found there

· Major attractions in the country – geographic sites, celebrations, and other things that tourists would be interested in going to

· A list of items that tourists would need while visiting the country

· A map of the country (on the back of the brochure – this should be a large and detailed map)

· Pictures and details to make the brochure interesting to the reader – use color, pictures, WordArt, and other visuals to grab the reader
· A list of references on a separate piece of paper, stapled to the brochure (title, date of use, and website address for websites; title, author, year of publication, and publisher for books)
Your Compensation:  Grade will be based on the following criteria, and this assignment will count as a double test grade:
All needed information included in the brochure:  ten points

Accuracy of information:  forty points

Neatness and attractiveness:  twenty points

Brochure’s ability to persuade the reader to go to that location:  twenty points

References:  ten points (note:  reference where your search engine sent you - not the search results)
